Repeat Signage Standard, Corporate and Media Wall editions allow screens to be remotely updated anywhere in
the world via the Internet. For example, a business may have shops in London, Cardiff, New York and Paris, and
the head office of the business is in Edinburgh. A 42" display screen in each shop shows information on the latest
offers. London and Cardiff show the same presentation, but New York and Paris have different presentations. The
3 presentations UK.rsp, NewYork.rsp and Paris.rsp can be hosted on a free RepeatServer.com account. Each
42" display screen is connected to a computer with Repeat Signage installed which is connected to the Internet via
a broadband connection. Each computer downloads its presentation from RepeatServer.com and checks for a
new version every minute to see if it has been updated. The presentations are updated from the head office in
Edinburgh and are uploaded to RepeatServer.com whenever they are changed. Play lists can also be used to
remotely schedule presentations. Visit www.repeatserver.com for more information.
